PROPOSED REGULATION & WILDIFE MANAGEMENT CHANGE FOR 2011

AMALGAMATE NORTHERN PHEASANT SEASONS– F & W EDMONTON
1. CURRENT STRATEGY

There are currently 4 pheasant seasons in Alberta; O15-N30 (Prairie), O15-N15 (Boreal, Foothills, Parkland), S15-N30 (Parkland), and S1-O31 (Foothills, Boreal)  
2. CONCERN

In an effort to simplify the regulations and reduce complexity of the hunting regulations booklet the game management unit is looking for ways to reduce unnecessary seasons, align regulations, and maximize hunting opportunity. 
3. INFORMATION TO SUPPORT CHANGE

Ring-Necked Pheasant are a non-native introduced species in Alberta. Over much of Alberta pheasant do not readily survive the winter therefore there is little hunting in these areas and what there is occurs over released birds. 
4. RECOMMENDED CHANGE

1. We propose to leave the Prairie season as is (O15-N30), and combine the existing Boreal, Foothills, Parkland seasons to occur from September 1 through November 30. 

2. We propose to leave the Prairie season as is (O15-N30), and combine the existing Boreal, Foothills, Parkland seasons to occur from September 8 through November 30. 

3. We propose to leave the Prairie season as is (O15-N30), and combine the existing Boreal, Foothills, Parkland seasons to occur from September 15 through November 30.
