PROPOSED REGULATION & WILDIFE MANAGEMENT CHANGE FOR 2011

ALIGN GAME BIRD POSSESSION LIMITS– F & W EDMONTON
1. CURRENT STRATEGY
Possession limit for grouse is two times the daily bag limit; however possession limit for migratory birds, pheasant, partridge is three times the daily bag limit and four times the daily limit for ptarmigan. 
2. CONCERN
There is inconsistency in the application of possession limits between game bird species and jurisdictions that may be confusing to hunters.  Additionally, there is no evidence that possession limits are effective at managing harvest of birds. 
3. INFORMATION TO SUPPORT CHANGE
Alberta, as well as SK, MB, ON has recently adopted 3-times possession limits for waterfowl and the Atlantic flyway is currently considering this as well. 
4. RECOMMENDED CHANGE
Possession limits for grouse species as well as ptarmigan should be changed to 3 times the daily bag limit to align with all other birds in Alberta.
